THE INTERPRETER

Shot in and around the vicinity of the UN headquarters, and directed by Sydney Pollack  The Interpreter is a thriller which invokes an eventful plot. Set in Macobo, a fictional nation in Africa, this film develops a suspense-filled storyline. The transparent and convincing actors leave not doubts about who the bad character is. The script is quite touching and the acting of the two main actors is powerful. 

Nicole Kidman stars as Silvia Broohails, who is an expert in the obscure language of Ku, Silvia overhears a plot to kill the hated dictator of Matobo just days prior to his appearance before members of the United Nations. Moreover / After reporting what she hears, Silvia’s life is turned inside out and upside down by the conspirators and by the federal agents, Tobin Keller (Sean Penn) and Dot Woods (Catherine Keener), assigned to protect her. Nevertheless / While on the surface it appears Silvia is simply an innocent bystander who just happened to overhear the would-be assassins, Keller has his doubts. Is Silvia a witness or is she somehow connected to the threat against the African head of state?

Nevertheless / What is more,  with the current situation in Sudan, Zimbabwe and Rwanda, it makes The Interpreter a relevant and compelling watch. Nonetheless / Therefore, with scenes shot in the hallowed halls of the General Assembly and Security Council, the 60-year-old building is an immaculately cast third star of the film. Revelations are revealed as the clock ticks, keeping the viewer safely in his or her seat but not quite at the edge of it. 

Besides / In a nutshell, the film enjoyable, additionally / although it fails to keep you second-guessing yourself. The viewers want to bite their nails as they try to figure out what or who is really behind all this. However / Consequently, you are left stupefied when you know that you were probably right all along.
